ARIEL is a core span yarn that combines the elegant luster and drape of rayon with stretch
nylon.

The core is made of stretch nylon and wrapped in rayon cotton, giving it a soft and warm
texture.

It is the best yarn for the rise of spring and autumn.

[ATTENTION]
Due to the structure of the material, it is wrapped in rayon cotton, so pilling is not good.
Lateral streaks may occur due to tension spots.We recommend that you take a look at the
loss in advance.
Please use the corn received from the dyeing factory as it is without rewinding.
(It may cause horizontal streaks.)
Be careful not to get your hands dirty, as dirt and poor counts are likely to occur before and
after the knot.
When tying the yarn, cut it by about 50 cm to 100 cm and tie it after confirming that the yarn



does not stretch.

Make sure that the tension is even.
