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MATERIAL DESCRIPTION

ORIENTAL COTTON is a comfort yarn that combines twisted natural fiber filaments with
cotton with a soft and supple texture.

It has a tactile sensation similar to that of hemp thread, and is characterized by its coolness,
hygroscopicity, bulkiness, and light weight.

Manila hemp, which is used as the main raw material for Japanese paper, is not only tough
and has material characteristics such as water resistance, but also grows extremely quickly,

making it an environmental resource.

(D Ecology material (biodegradable material)
@ Excellent moisture absorption and desorption, comfortable to wear
@ A refreshing feeling similar to hemp yarn (no hemp-like knots occur)

@ Very light (specific gravity is 1/3 of hemp yarn)

There may be shades due to color differences (Japanese paper, cotton) by material.
Although there are differences depending on the dyeing method, color, composition, etc.,
an average dyeing loss of about 7% may occur, so please consider the loss rate before
